ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
October 12, 2020
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, October 12, 2020 via Zoom due to the Covid 19 restrictions.  Council Persons Chris Maiers, Michael Juhl, Sam Heimer, Myrna Jorgensen, and Ben Walk answered roll call in person. Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Wastewater Superintendent Lonnie Hillman, Municipal Superintendent Justin Gooder, Maintenance Superintendent Randy Petznick, Drew Sweers–V&K Engineering, and others were also in attendance via Zoom.  .
Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from September 14 2020, payment of bills, and September 2020 financial reports, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for Amendment of the Urban Revitalization Plan at 7:01.  There were no written or verbal comments made to the City. Mayor Horgen closed the Public Hearing at 7:02.  Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2020-26 Amending the Urban Revitalization Plan, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for2020 General Obligation Loan Agreement at 7:03. There were no written or verbal comments.  Council discussed terms and amount of the loan agreement.  Mayor Horgen closed the Public hearing at 7:04 p.m.  Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve Resolution 2020-27 Approving and Authorizing a Loan Agreement and providing for the issuance of a $210,000 General Obligation Equipment Acquisition Bond, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Mayor Horgen commented everyone wear a mask and stay safe.

Drew Sweers from V& K Engineering provided an update on the ongoing current projects.  Housing Development agreement has been updated for the NE Housing Development.  Heimer presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to accept the final draft of the Development agreement with Schulz and on roll call vote ayes Jorgensen, Heimer, Maiers, and Juhl, abstain-Walk. 

Police Chief Schutjer shared that there had been some garbage dumped at the compost site and the people who dumped have been caught and plead guilty.  Receiving a $1500 grant from Shop On State to go toward the generator.  Jorgensen complemented response time from Reserve Officer Beyer to a break in at her home.



Water, Waste Water Superintendent Hillman shared that there is a water leak on North Mitchell and also a leak at the lift station.  Will work on getting information from other communities for the fee list.  

Municipal Superintendent Gooder reported that they repaired culvert in Bell Addition. Discussed ditch and culvert project and this will be done in house when time allows after new equipment arrives.  

Maintenance Superintendent Petznick shared repair work he has been doing on equipment.
New Equipment will be coming and old equipment continues to be worked on.  When working on CIP need to look into updating trucks.


Walk presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to hire Chris Krahenbuhl as the Planning and Zoning Administrator/Cemetery Sexton, and on roll call vote ayes five.
        
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to appoint Chris Krahenbuhl as the Cemetery Sexton.
         
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve Resolution 2020-28 Setting the Public Hearing Date for FY 21 Budget Amendment for the next council meeting, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Maiers had requested the following additions be made to the Superintendent Job descriptions 1. Attendance and punctuality are essential to the position.  2.  Required to work weekends and on-call based on a rotating schedule.  3. Must be able to respond to after hour emergencies and respond to emergency within 1 hour, 4.  Required to live within 10 to 15 minutes response time of St. Ansgar.  There was discussion about between the Council and employee.  Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to make the additions to the job descriptions and on roll call vote ayes Heimer, Juhl, & Maiers, nays’-Jorgensen & Walk
        
Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the appointment for Sherrie McNutt to the Library Board and on roll call vote ayes five.
