January 11, 2020
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, January 13, 2020 in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, Chris Maiers, Michael Juhl, Sam Heimer, and Ben Walk answered roll call.  Drew Sweers-V&K Engineers, Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Maintenance Superintendent Randy Petznick and others via Zoom.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from December 14 & 15, 2020, payment of bills, December 2020 financial reports, and approval of Resolution 2020-01 Granting Approval for Tax exemption under Urban Revitalization Plan to, CTS Properties, Bryan & Jody Mayer, Mountain Life LLC, Croell Inc., STA Properties LLC, Jared Johanns, Malmin 3 LLC., and Chris Maiers, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve Revised Public Funds Depository Resolution STA Bank 2021-02, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Revised Public Funds Depository Resolution FS Bank 2021-03, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2021-04 Setting Time and Place for Public Hearing for Proposed Maximum Tax Levies for FY 2021-20221 and on roll call vote ayes five.

Committee’s will set up budget workshops in the next week.

Juhl presented a motions, seconded by Walk to approve the NIACOG Memorandum of understanding, and on roll call vote ayes five.
The City will need to conduct a survey on residential household occupancy and income to be eligible for CDBG funding to help cover the expense of sewer repairs.  The Mayor, Council and Clerk will be conducting this survey in the near future. The Mayor stressed the importance of getting community participation to better our chances of obtaining this funding. 
      
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve resolution 2021-05 approving the application process for community catalyst grant program, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Mayor Horgen shared information about the SW Housing Development and that the City will be assisting this development by installing the out fall line to the lagoon.  Petersburg will be putting together an estimate of the cost of this project.


Walk presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to go into closed session under Iowa Code 21.5 for discussion of purchase of real estate at 8:02 p.m., and on roll call vote ayes five.

Council came out of closed session at 8:20 p.m.  Walk presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to authorize the Mayor to execute the purchase of real estate, and on roll call vote ayes five.
