ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
March 9, 2020
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, March 9, 2020 in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, Chris Maiers, Michael Juhl, Sam Heimer, and Ben Walk answered roll call.  Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Water/Wastewater Superintendent Lonnie Hillman, Municipal Superintendent Justin Gooder, Paul Groth, Gary Fossey, Charlotte Meitner, Diane Miller, Karen Robertson, Bob McNutt, Luke Porisch, and Savannah Howe-EJ were also in attendance.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from February 10, 2020, payment of bills, and February 2020 financial reports. and on roll call vote ayes five.


Mayor Horgen reminded citizens that they are here to listen and will be given a chance to speak at the appropriate time for items on the agenda. 

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing Approving FY 21 Budget at 7:01 p.m. there were no written or verbal concerns.  Public hearing was closed at 7:02 p.m.  Jorgensen presented a motion Seconded by Walk to approve RESOLUTION 2020-10 ADOPTION OF BUDGET AND CERTICATION OF CITY TAXES FOR FY21, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Police Chief Schutjer reported that he has visited with the school about the parking on 8th Street.  If City puts up “No Parking” signs the school will provide the “Additional parking in rear” signs.  Jorgensen presented a motion seconded by Juhl to purchase 6 “No Parking” signs, 3 for each side of 8th Street by the school, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Water, Waste Water Superintendent Hillman shared a quote he received from Visu Sewer on lining the Sewer with the Council.

Water tower painting will be looked at further after an engineer is on board.  Heartland asphalt will meet with the Council at the April work shop.  Hillman shared information about the Jetter attachment called a warthog. It will scrub and eat through tree roots and clean them out.  Maier presented a motion seconded by Jorgensen to approve the purchase of the warthog for $1965.00 and on roll call vote ayes five.  Hillman also shared pricing on trench box with the Council and will research this further.

Municipal Superintendent Gooder was present and shared that he has an appointment at the end of the month and hopes to be back to work the first week of April.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to move forward with having St. Ansgar Electric purchase and install the 4-Way flashing stop light on 4th Street replacing the temporary stop sign, and on roll call vote ayes-Jorgensen, Walk, Heimer & Juhl, nays-Maiers.       
Housing Developments will be looked at with new engineer.
Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to move forward with the hiring of a third full time employee, and on roll call vote ayes five. A job description will be developed before advertising
Maiers made a motion, seconded by Juhl to rescind the motion made at the February meeting putting stipulations on the rezoning ordinance and on roll call vote ayes five.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve the 1st reading of Ordinance #450 Rezoning Blocks 83, 98, and 99 from Single Family Residential to Multi-Family Residential, and on roll call vote ayes five.  Heimer presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading of Ordinance #450, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to go with V&K Engineering to provide engineering services for the City, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Will have the engineers look at the width of South Summer Street by the Millers along with the other street projects.

           Jorgensen presented a motion seconded by Juhl to appoint Cari Johanns to Aquatic Board finishing out the term of Megan Porisch, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve sending a letter of support to Northwood for the Viking Activity Center, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve the reimbursement of expenses to Susan Horsfall for City Sewer issues, and on roll call vote ayes five.
There will be studies done on the extra water going into the sewer system from sump pumps and the carwash and these issues will be taken care of.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the Mayor and City staff to purchase as many map file cabinets as they feel are needed from ZRT, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Clerk Woods has contacted the area sanitation companies to get pricing for both bags and container services for the council to review.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve making it mandatory for all employees to sign up for direct deposit of payroll checks and on roll call vote ayes five.
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to put the fire departments pick up out for sealed bid with a minimum bid of $2500, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Street lights and sanitation contracts will be added to the next agenda.  Work session for April 2nd will be at 6:30 p.m.
